The remainder of the trees for the 2016 tree planting project were completed on
05/06/2016. Lynndale turned out beautifully. 259 trees were planted in total
including area City trees.

Amphitheater is almost complete. DPW has headed up the project from start to
finish.

DPW & Forestry removed some trees on Layton Avenue. Some were re-planted but
a few (3 or 4) were lost due to condition.

DPW dug all the holes for the trees for the Arbor Day celebration at Dan Jansen
Park.
